One question, will the application skip the character “D”, if there were any?

There are several ways this can be done. 

You can store ABC, DEF, GHI, and so on.. in separate DataTable rows and let the test run “n” number of iterations. If the Title really changes in this obvious fashion, all tests will pass. Does it have to be 3 alphabets succeeded by the Homepage? I am asking this because at the end of the Table, “VW” will be left and these are 2 alphabets.
